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  Abstract  
The great importance given to the issue of revelation and general prophecy, and 
its repercussions on thought and behavior, in addition to the problems directed 
by non-religious people to this doctrine, prompted us to address them, through 
analysis and criticism of the proposal presented by Anthony Flew as a skeptic 
of revelation. Because the religion that Flew discussed is Christianity, we had 
the opportunity to investigate its most important doctrines and discuss them on 
a rational and historical bases.
This research briefly studies the evidence established by Anthony Flew, 
professor of philosophy at Oxford University, and Nicholas Wright, the Bishop 
of Durham, and investigated the doctrines they arrived at. The first was a 
representative of the “non-religious” and the second was a representative of 
the church. The research concludes the necessity of revelation and prophecies, 
and questioned some of the basic doctrines of the Christian religion.
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
